Following the attendance of some of our 
KS4 students on the University of 
Cambridge Independent Learning 
Archaeology Field School (ILAFS) back in 
March, we had the great pleasure of 
presenting students with their 
certificates and detailed feedback.  Mrs 
Vella arranged for these to handed to 
students during end of term House 
assemblies, as recognition of their 
considerable achievements on the field 
school.  Marked by the University in 
partnership with Cambridge Assessment, 
the grades they have been awarded are 
based on an estimate of the new GCSE 1-
9 grading system, with most of our 
students being awarded an 8 or 7 (A*/A). 
We are so proud of the hard work that 
went into writing their independent 
archaeological reports following the dig 
days. 
 
The detailed feedback offered by the 
University of Cambridge will enable 
students to have a clearer idea of exactly 
what they have achieved, and we hope 
that this will enable them to develop 
new learning aims and to prepare CVs 
and personal statements. The feedback 
is encouragement to review their work 
and push forward into higher education; 
as they clearly have the potential to do 
well, which we hope they will capitalize 
on in the future.  The archaeologist 
leading the programme complimented 
Ely College students in particular on their 
effort and was impressed by their 
attitude to the course, despite weather 
conditions.  Student feedback suggests 
that they have benefitted considerably 
from their involvement with ILAFS.  Ely 
College hopes to continue as a Beacon 
School for the ILAFS  programme in 2018
